To provide scholarships to high school seniors in Allegheny County who wish to pursue a career in fashion 
design. 

 
 
 
The following criteria will apply: 

1. Pursue a degree or studies in: Fashion Design 
2. Have a residence in: Allegheny County 
3. Attend high school at/in: any Allegheny County HS 
4. Demonstrate financial need. 
5. Use scholarship at: college/university or accredited career/technical school in the U.S. 
6. Complete an application form and include a one-page essay about his/her academic performance, why 

fashion design is their chosen field, and include an explanation of why (s)he feels (s)he should be 
selected for the scholarship. 

7. Maintain a GPA of: 2.00 
8. Write and submit an essay: one-page essay about his/her academic performance, why fashion design is 

their chosen field, and include an explanation of why (s)he feels (s)he should be selected for the 
scholarship. 

 
 
 
Final selection of the scholarship winners will be decided (subject to the approval of the Board of Directors 
of The Pittsburgh Foundation) by a Scholarship Advisory Committee of The Pittsburgh Foundation.  The 
Advisory Committee consists of three to five persons from the community at large.  No member of the 
Advisory Committee, or his or her immediate family, is eligible for scholarship assistance during his or her 
tenure on the Advisory Committee. 

 

 
The Pittsburgh Foundation shall notify the chosen scholarship recipient(s) of its decision.  The scholarship 
payment will be made annually after The Pittsburgh Foundation's June Board Meeting, and after the 
selected student notifies the Foundation about the school he or she will be attending.  Payment will be made 
to the school for the student.
