Applicant must be at least 18 years of age and have a high school diploma or G.E.D. equivalent.
Applicant must have a valid Pennsylvania Drivers License.

Applicants will be required to take a written qualification examination. (Exam is tentatively scheduled for

Applicants who qualify, based on written examination, will be granted a personal interview. Selection of
apprentices will be based on qualifications, without regard to race, color, creed, national origin, or sex.

Any person selected as a probationary apprentice must pay two hundred and fifty ($250.00) dollars
toward their initiation fee of $500.00 and after an acceptable probationary period of one year, the
remaining $250.00 must be paid to Plumbers local Union No. 27.
